  Curtis Allen’s bus was leaking lots 
of oil. He has all the tools and a big 
lift, but was seeking help and advice, 
since he had never pulled his engine 
out before. The 1600 in a pre ‘67 is 
really easy, take off the bumper and 
the engine apron, disconnect the fuel 
line, the wires at the coil and the al-
ternator/generator and the accelerator, 
four bolts and you’re done. The hard-
est part is the bumper if you are 
alone, because you have to hold the 
bumper up with your head or some-
thing to take out or put in the bolts. 
   The Type 4 engine in Curtis’ bay 
window bus is a whole different ani-
mal. 
   With two Georges and a Dave it 
took Curtis about an hour to get his 
engine out and on the ground. 
   Denis watched. 
   Usually a bad leak between the en-
gine and the transmission is from a 
bad main seal, but there are oil galley 
plugs in the Type 4 that could also   
cause this. 

   After the engine was on the 
floor, examination by these ex-
perts supported the main seal di-
agnosis. That is good because it 
is an easy fix. 
   The work party ended with the 
engine still on the floor because 
Curtis wants to clean and paint 
the engine compartment before 
he puts it back in.  
   So, listen for a work party in 
the near future when we will re-
install Curtis’ engine. It is a fun 
way to learn all about your car.
